• Erar (previously known as Supervizor) is a publicly accessible

web application, whose main purpose is to provide citizens with
information about government spending (budged users and
publicly owned companies)

• Transparency of financial flows between public and private sector
(transparency of public spending):

• increases the level of responsibility of public office holders for effective 
and efficient use of public finance 

• facilitates debate on adopted and planned investments and projects
• decreases risks for illicit management, abuse of office
• limits systemic corruption, unfair competition and clientelism in public 

procurement procedures.
• Users: journalists, investigators, company owners, citizens …

• PPA (Public Payments Administration)

is providing payment services for direct and indirect budget users. Erar
includes data about financial transactions of budget users from 1st
January 2003 onwards, as well as e-invoices from May 2016 onwards.

• AJPES (The Agency for Public Legal Records and
Related Services)

• ePRS Slovenian Business Register (central public database 
on all business and legal entities, their subsidiaries, and other 
organizations segments located in Slovenia (public and 
private institutes))

• eRTR - Register of legal entity‘s bank accounts
• JOLP – the public posting of annual reports allowing users 

to review annual reports which are submitted to AJPES



Data Sources

• Database of securities from Central Securities Clearing 
Corporation (50 biggest stock holders)

• Database of public procurements, including small 
value procurements (published on the portal of 
public procurements)

• Accounting entries of payments for direct budget users 
from MFERAC database, maintained by the Slovenian 
Ministry of Finance (from 1. 1. 2003).

• Registry of budget users.

• Data about tax debtors (published on the internet by the
Financial Administration of Republic of Slovenia)

• Data about financial transfers to the so-called favorable tax 
environments („tax havens“), published on the internet by
the Office for Money Laundering Prevention
